Arizona Lottery 
FY2020 – Product Review 

Third Quarter Review – July 2019 through March 2020 
 
As part of a quarterly review process, we report to the agency on the performance of the individual Lottery products 
including draw, instant and Fast Play games. The information contained in this report includes the following: 
 

• General overview through the third quarter of the fiscal year 
• A top line review of sales performance of each product 
• A summary review by price point for the instant games 
• A top down look at the top performing instant games by revenue and tickets 
• A review of new game introductions and game endings 

 
General Overview 
Sales through the third quarter of FY20 reached $755,340,394, a decrease of -6.7% from the same period last fiscal 
year. The breakdown by product is as follows:

As indicated in the chart above, the Scratchers contribution to total sales through the third quarter of the year represents 
75.48%. The market share for draw games is at 21.19% of total sales, a decrease from the same quarter last fiscal year. 
Fast Play games represent 2.43% of total sales, and pull-tabs represent 0.90% of total sales. Sales detail by product is 
provided in Attachments A and B.

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Charitable Pull-Tabs 
The charitable games program has 148 organizations currently licensed and selling tickets. Sales through the third 
quarter of the fiscal year reached $4,739,868, a decrease of -15.4% from the previous year. 
 
Non-Charitable Pull-Tabs 
In the non-charitable games program, there are currently 101 retailers licensed and selling tickets, an increase of 9 
retailers over this time last year. Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year reached $2,036,880, an increase of 
+13.1% over the previous year. 
 
Scratchers Games 
Sales for Scratchers through the third quarter of the fiscal year are at $570,106,071, an increase of +3.1% over the 
previous year. 
 
Based on validations, players have earned more than $411 million in prizes. The prizes paid calculated against the 
sales revenues equate to an average payout of 72.1%. 
 
Thirty-six (36) new games were introduced through the third quarter of the year. Combined with the games carried 
forward, a total of 107 games contributed to the sales revenues.

During this same period, 33 games ended. Thirteen games ended because the last top prize was redeemed. The 
remaining games ended as part of the standard quarterly game ending process, either because the games were out of 
inventory or the intended sales period had ended. 
 
Sales by Price Point  
Through the third quarter of the fiscal year, the $1, $2 and $3 price points no longer represent the largest volume of 
tickets sold. These price points accounted for 49.3% of the tickets sold, and represent 15.2% of the Scratchers revenue. 
The $5, $10, $20, $25, and $30 games accounted for 50.7% of the tickets sold and 84.8% of the Scratchers revenue. 
The chart below shows the breakdown of tickets and dollars for FY20. The charts on Attachment C show a comparable 
breakdown across all price points for the most recent five years. 
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Top 10 Games 
The Crossword and Bingo style games continue to be strong in the market with more than $151 million in sales, 
representing 26.49% of total Scratchers sales. In terms of dollars sold, four of the top ten games are Crossword and 
Bingo style games; they also represent six of the top ten games in terms of tickets sold. The $20 spotlight game, $215 
Million Cash Explosion (#1190) continues to perform well with sales totaling more than $82.9 million, representing 
14.5% of total Scratchers sales. 
 
The table below identifies the top 10 games in terms of sales revenue generated and total tickets sold through the third 
quarter.

Draw Games 
Total draw games sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year reached $160,091,206, a decrease of -32.3% from 
the same period last year. 
 

Draw Games – Multi-State Games 
Powerball – Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year totaled $57,529,347, a decrease of -36.5% from the 
previous year. The highest jackpot reached in the third quarter of the fiscal year was $394 million at the end of 
January. 
 
Mega Millions – Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year totaled $40,193,270, a decrease of -53% from 
the previous year. The highest jackpot reached in the third quarter of the fiscal year was $202 million on February 
11, 2020. 

 
Draw Games – In-State Games 
Triple Twist™ – Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year totaled $15,180,830, an increase of +225.4% 
over the previous year. The jackpot did not hit in the third quarter of the fiscal year, reaching $3.39 million at the 
end of March 2020.  
 
The Pick™ – Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year totaled $22,617,535, a decrease of -27.7% from 
the previous year. The highest jackpot reached in the third quarter of the fiscal year was $4.8 million on February 
8, 2020. 
 
Fantasy 5™ – Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year totaled $14,304,640, a decrease of -6.8% from 
the previous year. The highest jackpot reached in the third quarter of the fiscal year was $515,000 on March 11, 
2020. 
 
Pick 3™ – Sales through the third quarter of the fiscal year totaled $10,265,584, an increase of +12.2% over the previous 
year.  
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Fast Play Games 
One new Fast Play game launched in the third quarter of FY20, expanding the portfolio to 15; five of which have 
progressive jackpots. February 2020 marked the launch of the first $20 Fast Play ticket, which generated more than 
$1M its first month in market.  
 
Since the introduction of Fast Play to the Arizona market two years ago, over 13 million Fast Play tickets have been 
sold, generating more than $44 million in total gross sales through March 31, 2020. FY20 sales to date total 
$18,366,369 and continue to outpace FY19 by an average of +42%. 
 
The graph below illustrates Fast Play monthly gross sales through the third quarter of FY20. Ca$h Bash Progressive 
had the highest jackpot in the third quarter of FY20, reaching $122,201 on February 14, 2020. 
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FY20 total sales continue to outpace FY19 by an average of +42%.
